 Had 21 all-conference honors bestowed upon his players during 
his 13 years.

Recruited Brad Baldridge and coached him for his first two 
years. Baldridge went on to be named NCAA Division III Player 
of the Year in 1991.

Recruiting efforts by Hunter over his two seasons on staff helped 
Marietta win their only men’s basketball conference champion-
ship in 1974-75.

Wittenberg University Notes

 Hunter helped have an immediate impact on the Wittenberg 
program as an assistant coach with  either the regular season or 
tournament championship in the Ohio Athletic Conference and 
three-consecutive NCAA Elite Eight appearances, advancing to 
the National Championship game in ‘75-76.

Ohio Notes

Three of the top 11 scorers in MAC history played for Hunter, 
including Dave Jamerson (3rd with 2,336); Gary Trent (7th with 
2,108) and Brandon Hunter (11th with 2,012). Hunter (1,103) 
and Trent (1,050) rank fifth and ninth, respectively, on the MAC 
career rebounds list.

Brandon Hunter, who Larry Hunter recruited and coached for two 
years, went on to earn MAC Player of the Year honors in 2003.

In 1989-90, Dave Jamerson set a MAC record with 874 points 
in a season;

Jamerson was an NBA first round pick and played three years in 
the NBA. Trent was an NBA first round pick and played nine years 
in the NBA. B. Hunter was a second round NBA pick in 2003 and 
played three years in the league.
